I have reviewed your request to bump-up the 1999-2019 Whiskey
Jack Forest Management Plan and decided that an individual
environmental assessment (EA) is not warranted for the following
reasons.

The forest managemen,t plan has been deemed to be sustainable
through long-term analysis, public consultation and the Ministry
of Natural Resources (MNR) review and approval. Forest
management activities are governed by a wide range of government
policies, procedures, guidelines, regulations and Acts to ensure
resource and environmental protection.

MNR and the licenced forest company have demonstrated that they
put forth a reasonable effort to involve the Grassy Narrows First
Nation cOImnunity in the forest management planning process. This
included requests for Native participation, and the
identification of Native values. My statf has informed me that
all conditions of the public consultation process, including the
separate Timber Management Native Consultation Program were
followed, in accordance with the Class Environmental Assessment .
for Timber Management on Crown Lands in Ontario.

I have been informed by MNR that all appropriate guidelines were
applied with respect to the protection of known historical and
archeological sites. If further values are identified, the
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
