Our concerns have been
made light of and it doesn’t appear that you ever will due to your assertion that Kenora and the
surrounding area would suffer economic hardship if logging were scaled back or had to make
concessions. Employment and econornic growth for Kenora has been given priority over our
traditional values and culture. This is unacceptable. We have participated fully in the past and
olir concerms are never properly considered. What’s worse, our attendance at fnformation
sessions and open houses is misconstrued as participation or approval.
